L-30-2003 LISS & MARAVILLA

Applicants seek to use 4.68 acres for recreational activities.  They propose to have a 300’x100’ meshed enclosure for paintball games.  They also propose to delineate 1.53 acres for wilderness paintball games.  The entire parcel contains 80.80 acres and is known as Block 2, Lot 22.01 located on Judge Beach Road in the R-1 zone.

Mr. Kienz advised the newspaper notice is in order.

Reference is made to Mr. Pellow’s report dated April 13, 2004.

The plans were put on the easel and the application was deemed complete.

Sworn:  Alan J. Campbell, Licensed Professional Engineer.

Mr. Campbell gave an overview of the property and stated it is owned by Dr. and Mrs. Ronald Liss.

The mesh enclosure would be similar to that used at a golf driving range, he said.  There would be portable toilets and bear-proof trash containers.  Gravel parking would be on a hayfield. Sussex County Health. Surrounding properties are owned by the Wallkill River National Wildlife Refuge and the Land for Public Trust. 

Exhibit A-1 entered into evidence is an aerial photo and satellite view of the farm.  

Mr. Campbell explained the details of the mesh enclosure and reviewed the photos of the area.

Sworn:  Mel Maravilla, owner/operator of several paintball facilities in New Jersey.  He said he has participated in paintball games since 1988 and sells paintball related equipment.  He is an instructor at industry gatherings.  Mr. Maravilla was accepted as an expert in this field by the Board.

There being no further business to come before the Board, a motion was made, seconded and carried by voice vote to adjourn at 10:10 p.m.
